Coaches Rules and Guidelines
Jones Bridge Soccer is a PBC sport and a GA State Soccer (GSSA) affiliate.  It is a completely volunteer run organization, and we thank you for your time, energy and commitment to your child’s soccer team.  Coaching is a fun and rewarding job.  It is a great way to make a positive impact in a child’s life!
GETTING INTO THE LOT AND FIELDS:

· There will be a lockbox on the back of the fields sign next to the driveway gate.    
· Please see Director of Coaching for the combination.  Close the shutter door on the lockbox to increase weather resistance and to conceal the dials from view.  Open the driveway gate lock.  Return the keys to the lockbox. 
· The key (B1) opens the padlock on the gate and the fields [keys & padlocks belong to the County].
· Bathrooms are always open.
· You are responsible for opening your field only.  Return the key to the lockbox so that other coaches can access their field.  All fields are accessible from any gate.  Please do not leave the keys on the fields.    Whoever comes the next day will not be able to get into the park.  Please do not lose the keys/padlocks, otherwise the County will charge us $70 to replace.
· Coaches are responsible for locking up their own field gate.  You do not need a key to lock the field since it is a padlock.  Do not allow children to play with the locks or chains as they have been lost and the County will charge us $70 to replace padlocks and other equipment.
· The last coach at the park is responsible for locking up the driveway.
STEWARDS OF THE JONES BRIDGE PARK FIELDS: 

Since the County permits JBS/PBC sole use of the Jones Bridge Soccer Fields, it is each coach's responsibility to keep non-members off the fields. The County has instructed us to ask non-members to leave the fields, and if they do not we are to contact the Gwinnett County police dept. @ 770-513-5100.  There will periodically be field marshals who may be checking on activity on the fields and may question you.  
It is our responsibility to help the County maintain the integrity/security of the fields for our use.  Please have players clean up behind themselves.  Report any suspicious person(s).
 

RESPONSIBILITIES AS A COACH:

Every coach should ask for an assistant coach and team manger in case you are absent.  If you are unable to make a practice/game have an assistant coach cover for you.  Only as a last resort should you cancel practice/game.  If it is a game you are unable to attend, and the assistant coach is unable to attend, and you cannot get a parent to volunteer the game, then contact the other coach and make mutual arrangements to reschedule the game.  The fields are available most days including Sundays to makeup games/practices.
 

Please confirm any practice and game changes with the Game Scheduler/Referee Coordinator to ensure field availability.  
EXPECTATIONS OF A COACH: 

· Contact players at the start of the season to inform about practice/game schedule.
· Confirm all of the contact info at the first practice.
· Conduct practice each week and attend the game every week.
· You will be expected to communicate with and manage your team.  You may assign a team manager.  You will receive a Coaches Contact List so that you may communicate with one another.  Also, you may want to confirm with one another your game times each Saturday.
· Games will be scheduled according to referee availability.  If a referee does not show up by the start of game time please keep your game on schedule and proceed.  Each coach may ref half the game.
It is JBS’s expectation that you abide by the same rules as the Parents Rules in the “Welcome to JBS Soccer” handout.
TEAM MANAGEMENT:

Individuals may not move from a team without authorization.  

· If you want to add a new player, inform the registrar.  
· If players are traded you must inform the registrar.  
· If a player quits your team inform the registrar.

· Do not let new players join your team without confirmation of payment from the registrar.
· All players must pay the registration fee before participating in any practices/games.
· All players and uniforms must be accounted for - this will ensure that everyone is a paid member and keep the teams balanced.  Return any unused uniforms.
· Parents are required to attend practices/games in the event of injury and prompt pickup. JBS is not a babysitter; it’s staff are not responsible for unattended children.
· Keep your roster up to date because it will be critical at the end of the season when trophies are ordered.
INCLEMENT WEATHER:

If rain is imminent expect to practice/play anyway.  If it is raining, check your emails for instructions.  We will attempt to stay on schedule on game day, unless it is lightening or pouring rain.  If it has rained the day/night before check the website or your emails.  Coaches are updated on field status via email up to an hour before practice/game if possible.  Parents may check the website www.jonesbridgesoccer.org.  The INFORMATION HOTLINE # 678-587-8889 will not have weather-related cancellations.  Please contact your coach if you are unsure of schedules due to weather.
MAKEUP POLICY: 

For cancelled Saturday games, Sunday is the best day because the fields are empty.  Contact the other coach and then contact the registrar/director to reserve a field and referee.  All games should be made up within reason.
DAYLIGHT SAVINGS:

Since there are no lights on the fields you may need to adjust your practice times due to Daylight Savings.  Contact your parents and make an agreeable arrangement with them.  If moving your practice back/forward is not an option due to restrictions you may practice on a Sunday afternoon when the fields are empty.  If you would like to practice longer than an hour and there is no one else on the field after you that is permissable.
