Parent and Player Rules:

· Winning is secondary to safety and playing within the spirit of the game.

· Good sportsmanship is expected from everyone.  Inappropriate behavior (verbal abuse, foul language, fighting, etc.) will be grounds for ejection or suspension from an athletic event at the discretion of the coach/referee/staff/field marshals.

· A parent or guardian must be in attendance during each practice or game.

· No smoking/alcoholic beverages on park grounds.

· Players should arrive at least 15 minutes before game time.

· All games will begin on time as scheduled.  If a player(s)/referee is not present the game will proceed as scheduled.  Players may be substituted or added when they arrive.  If a referee is not present, the 2 coaches will take turns making calls until a referee arrives.

· Fans/parents should not approach the bench during a game or warmup.  If a concern needs to be discussed, please email or call the coach to schedule a talk.  Parents are required to sit on the opposite side of the team.  

· Attendance is expected for all practices and games unless illness or a family emergency exists.  Please be considerate and contact the coach if your child will be absent. Several absences can make a game unplayable for a team. 
· We expect all members to comply with the rules of behavior set forth by GA State Soccer.
Player Rules:

· Athletes must submit to the authority of the coach/referee/staff/field marshal at all times while on soccer property.

· Players must wear shin guards and cleats to every practice/game.  Soccer socks should cover shin guards.  Bring your ball to every practice and game.  Bring a water bottle to every practice/game.

· No jewelry, watches, or hair beads may be worn for games.  Eyeglasses should have an elastic strap.  No child may play with a cast.

· Arrive at least 15 minutes before game time to warmup and keep the game schedule on time.

Referees:

· In all cases the referee’s decision will be final.  They are the authority and may not be verbally abused by parents, coaches, or players.  One warning will be given for inappropriate conduct and then the referee has the authority to eject an individual from the game.  If the individual does not quietly leave, the Gwinnett County Police Dept. will be called.

Coaches:

· The coach has authority of all players during the practice and game.  The coach is not responsible for players once practice is over.  Coaches serve as a role model of sportsmanlike behavior for both parents and players.
Facilities:

· Please clean up after yourselves.  There is no County cleanup service and another team has to use the field after you.  Vandalism will not be tolerated and will be subject to suspension from league play for the rest of the year without a refund.

As long as everyone uses common sense and manners,
the soccer season will be a very fun and enjoyable family experience.
Team Parent:
Thank you for volunteering to be your child’s team parent.

Basic responsibilities include:

1. Assign each parent to take a turn providing the team snack for half-time.  The snack should be a fruit (sliced oranges, bananas, grapes, etc.) and something salty (pretzels, pita chips, nuts).  
2. Organize an end-of-year coach’s gift/party.

3. Communication with the team is the most important job.  You are the contact person for information from the coach and the players/parents.  All the coach should have to do when relaying info to the team is to make 1 phone call - to you.  With internet a coach may not need you for this.  Just ask the coach what help he/she requires to make the team run smoothly - it all benefits the children.
4. Every team is responsible for cleaning up after each practice/game.  Please stress the importance of keeping the field and surrounding area clean to all your parents and players.
